Educators are invited to join a NOAA Ocean Exploration facilitator for a full-day, in-person professional development workshop. Together we’ll dive into the diverse reasons why it is important to explore the ocean and the variety of tools and technologies that drive how we conduct expeditions in some of the most remote places on the planet. 
This fun-filled, full-day workshop will include:
· An introduction to why and how we explore the ocean
· Several hands-on activities that support current science standards
· Reflection and discussion focused on classroom implementation
· A guided tour of additional free, online ocean education resources to bring the excitement of deep-sea exploration alive in the classroom

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			New Educator tools for Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele / Year of the Forest Birds 

We have some newly released (and free!) educational tools to help you and your students learn about and celebrate Hawaiʻi's forest birds. In addition to the new tools below, you can continue to find our existing bird species profiles, videos, activities, swag, merch, and events at our Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele hub.






			Virtual Field Trip to Keauhou Bird Conservation Center
No matter which island you're on, you and your students can now go behind the scenes of a world-class avian care facility to meet scientists working with Hawaiʻi's rarest birds. Students can explore our 360˚ imagery, video interviews with expert scientists, and educational information about birds. They can even go inside 360˚ videos and try to spot an ʻakikiki, ʻakekeʻe, palila, or ʻalalā. Educators can project the field trip on a screen to guide an entire classroom, or let students explore at their own pace using their individual devices. This virtual field trip is in the Nā Kiaʻi section of our Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele hub.
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			New, free classroom poster: Nā Manu Nahele o Hawaiʻi
Decorate your classroom with this new educational poster featuring 12 of the remaining 26 forest birds in Hawaiʻi, each labeled with its Hawaiian name, distribution, and IUCN conservation status. Text on the bottom of the poster discusses the ecological and cultural roles of forest birds in Hawaiʻi and describes how many birds have already gone extinct. Posters are free (1 per classroom) and shipping is free to Kauaʻi, Maui Nui, or Hawaiʻi Islands (Oʻahu educators can pick up a copy at our office). Find this poster and ordering details in the Swag section of our Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele hub.
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			Nā Manu Nahele Origami Project
Educators, students, and manu enthusiasts of any age can join this year-long origami project. Learn about birds, create origami, and submit them to an on-island coordinator. Your completed origami may be displayed at a future event on your island, and by the end of 2024 we hope to collect all submitted origami on Oʻahu to show our collective manu aloha in one place. Details on the Nā Manu Nahele Origami Project are in the Activities section of our Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele hub.
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			For the Keiki: New Coloring Activity
For young students who want a simple activity, our partners at Birds Not Mosquitoes made a new coloring page featuring our ānuenue manu (rainbow of birds). Your students can choose their own colors for each bird or do some light research on our website to find the real-life colors for the featured manu: ʻakikiki, ʻiʻiwi, ʻapapane, Hawaiʻi ʻakepa, palila, ʻakekeʻe, kiwikiu, puaiohi, ʻākohekohe, and ʻalalā. The new coloring page joins the manu finger puppets, masks, games, and other items in our Activities section of our Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele hub.
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			In-Person Events for Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele
You or your students can get involved with Makahiki o Nā Manu Nahele by joining an upcoming event. Most of our events are on weekends, where we'll have activity booths at different fairs, festivals, or other celebrations across Hawaiʻi over the course of 2024. 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	ʻIke anei ʻoe? | Did you know?
Hearing birdsong can improve your mental wellbeing and increase your happiness (Hammoud et al 2022, Nature). If you or your students are having a rough day, listen to the birds! We have a Forest Bird Audio section of our website that includes a clickable image to hear individual birds, or you play your island's bird chorus to make your classroom sound like a native forest.

Tips and Tricks:

App not working in the field? Take pictures and upload them to iNaturalist later!

You can also upload via the desktop website: inaturalist.org

You do not need to know what species you are photograophing! You can make an initial guess
(e.g, “red algae” or “seaweed’) and the community can crowdsource the identification.

Take multiple pictures (e.g., the whole algae plus a close up of the branches).

Make separate observations for each organism you see (e.g., 2 different snails on a rock
would be 2 observations; snails of the same species on different rocks would also be 2
observations).
